The old chuck wagon originally de-
signed and built on a homemade trailer
frame has been donated to the Simon
Kenton Council of the Boy Scouts of
America. Various scouting troops from
the Central Ohio area will be able to
reserve the chuck wagon to take on
their camping trips. The chuck wagon
will be stored at Camp Lazarus and
used in variety of other ways by the
camp as well.

The new WFSI cook trailer has truly
been a group effort in planning, pur-
chasing, and constructing. The trailer
is a 2008 Well Cargo “Road Force”
6x6x12-foot trailer, with a variety of
metal shelving inside. The bottom of
each side of the shelving holds 3 150-
quart Rubbermaid picnic coolers that
are rated to keep ice frozen for 7 1/2
days in 90 degree heat. The shelves
will hold 30 66-quart Sterilite contain-
ers that will hold food as well as cook-
ing equipment— cookware and utensils,
plates and cups, bowls, pots and pans,
griddles, and cleaning supplies. The
grills consist of 2 Camp Chef Expedi-
tion grills with 3 30,000 BTU burners
each, attached to the propane tanks
with a 15-foot quick disconnect hose.

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The Spring Break Trip to the U. S.
Virgin Islands was a great success as
15 students joined 4 WFSI trip leaders
for an 8-day adventure on the beach!
Although early sunburns provided a
challenge, students were able to con-
duct a number of experiments on the
beaches and share their findings at
evening meetings. Students studied
the texture and density of beach sands,
feeding habits of pelicans, the effective-
ness of various sunscreen using UV
beads, and the density of microorgan-
isms at various water depths. The data
presentations showed that students
displayed excellent analytical and
thinking skills. For example, students

reasoned that older beaches often has
sands with finer textures due to a
longer period of abrasion.

Students will remember fondly the
sunrise hike to a high point overlooking
the ocean where slaves once jumped

into the sea to avoid a return to slavery
and the long hike from Cinnamon Bay
across the island to the Caribbean Sea,
where Laurens Kat, an exchange stu-
dent from Amsterdam, wore his argyle
sweater vest! Students also explored
Trunk Bay, Cinnamon Bay, Water-
lemon Key, and Francis Bay. Four stu-
dents also patrticipated in 2 SCUBA
dives during the trip, while everyone
enjoyed the snorkeling at Waterlemon
Key—seeing over a half-dozen types of
corals, numerous species of reef fish, a
sea turtle, and a barracuda. Exploring
the tidal pools with a park ranger was
also interesting as students encoun-

6. Knead the bags for 5-8 minutes.

7. Continue kneading until the milk mixture has the cons  istency of ice cream. .

8. Open the large bag and carefully measure and recor d the stabilized temperature of the ice/water/NaCl solu  tion.

9. Dispose of the ice/water/NaCl solution in the back  sink and the large bag in the trash.

10. Open the small bag, being careful not to let any of  the NaCl solution into the bag. Use a spoon to scoop out the ice cream

and enjoy!
